Founded in 2005, Cherry Orchard Pony Club is a branch of the
Irish Pony Club providing young people aged 10-24 with access to
structured equestrian training in a safe, inclusive, and supportive
environment.

This removes financial barriers and
ensures that young people from all backgrounds can participate
equally.

Operating Costs

Running Cherry Orchard Pony Club requires a significant investment to
ensure high-quality, safe, and structured opportunities for young
people. The club costs €19,888 per year to operate. Income from
member rally fees and existing sponsorship currently covers most of
this, but the remaining deficit is absorbed by Cherry Orchard Equine
Centre — an arrangement that is not sustainable long-term.
